Nuno Felting with Dasha Kovar                                                     $95.00 
20 and 27 February 2010 
 
Nuno felting is a modern twist on an ancient felt making technique. Wool fibres are fused into pre-
constructed fabric allowing for many new effects and possibilities in felting: pliable, cobweb-like fabrics, 
sturdy, laminated ones, stained glass effect, gathering, seaming, texturing. Participants will sample a 
variety of these applications and learn to understand and control the process. The results can serve as a 
guide for their future work.

Fabric Painting with Maggie Vanderweit                                      $60.00

Come and create completely original fabric that maintains its own soft hand and is completely stitchable. 
These non-toxic, colourfast paints are made by adding pigment in small amounts to a thick white base. 
The colours look the same on the fabric as they do in the container and you will have so much fun mixing 
your own. The paint is straightforward to work with, and offers no end of design possibilities, can be 
applied thickly or thinly, and cleans up with water.
